Take Thruway 1-87 North to exit 23. Turn right onto 9W (South). Then follow Route 32
South and turn right onto Kenwood Ave and go several miles. St Thomas School parking
lot is on right just past Bethlehem Middle School (just before Delaware Ave).

From the North:

Take 1-87 South to 1-90 East. From 1-90 take Exit 4 — Slingerlands Bypass (Route 85).
Continue straight through four round-a-bouts and continue straight on Route 140. Turn
left at next light onto Kenwood (following Route 140). Cross over Delaware Ave. School
is one block down on left.

From the East:

Take 1-90 West to 787 South. Follow 787 to end and turn Right 9W South (Southern
Blvd). Then follow Route 32 South and turn right onto Kenwood Ave and go several
miles. St Thomas School parking lot is on right just past Bethlehem Middle School (just
before Delaware Ave).

From the West:
Take 1-90 East to Exit 4 — Slingerlands Bypass (Route 85). Continue straight through four

round-a-bouts and continue straight on Route 140. Turn left at next light onto Kenwood
(following Route 140). Cross over Delaware Ave. School is one block down on left.
